Come and see what we have to offer. 
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Our church is privileged to host the sacred relic of Blessed Carlo Acutis for public veneration 
from June 20 to June 24. Blessed Carlo Acutis, beatified in 2020 at the age of 15 after dying from 
leukemia, was a young Italian Catholic known for his deep devotion to the Eucharist and the joy 
of the Gospel. His use of new media to spread the message of faith to his peers highlighted his 
unique approach to evangelization. He attended Mass daily and spent time in prayer before the 
Blessed Sacrament in adoration. Blessed Carlo is upheld as a model of holiness and Christian joy, 
particularly for young people, and is known as an "apostle of the Eucharist" through the internet, 
famously stating, "the Eucharist is my highway to heaven." 
 

The Catholic Church teaches that the veneration of sacred relics is a meaningful and legitimate 
practice, deeply rooted in Scripture, Tradition, and the belief that God has honored the saints by 
working miracles through their physical remains. The Catechism of the Catholic Church affirms 
that sacred images and relics in our churches and homes are intended to "awaken and nourish 
our faith in the mystery of Christ." By venerating the relics of the saints, we honor them as mod-
els of holiness and seek their intercession, rather than worshiping the physical remains them-
selves. 
 

Last May, Pope Francis issued a decree recognizing a miracle attributed to Blessed Carlo Acutis, 
paving the way for his canonization in the near future. Blessed Carlo is set to become the first 
millennial saint. 
 
Blessed Carlo Acutis, pray for us! 
 
 
 
Nuestra iglesia tiene el privilegio de albergar la sagrada reliquia del Beato Carlo Acutis para la 
veneración pública del 20 al 24 de junio. El Beato Carlo Acutis, beatificado en 2020 a la edad de 15 
años tras fallecer de leucemia, fue un joven católico italiano conocido por su profunda devoción a 
la Eucaristía y la alegría del Evangelio. Su uso de los nuevos medios para difundir el mensaje de 
fe entre sus compañeros destacó su enfoque único de evangelización. Asistía a misa diariamente 
y pasaba tiempo en oración ante el Santísimo Sacramento en adoración. El Beato Carlo es  
considerado un modelo de santidad y alegría cristiana, especialmente para los jóvenes, y es  
conocido como un "apóstol de la Eucaristía" a través de internet, afirmando famosamente: "la  
Eucaristía es mi autopista al cielo." 
 

La Iglesia Católica enseña que la veneración de las sagradas reliquias es una práctica significativa 
y legítima, profundamente arraigada en la Escritura, la Tradición y la creencia de que Dios ha 
honrado a los santos obrando milagros a través de sus restos físicos. El Catecismo de la Iglesia 
Católica afirma que las imágenes sagradas y las reliquias en nuestras iglesias y hogares están  
destinadas a "despertar y alimentar nuestra fe en el misterio de Cristo". Al venerar las reliquias 
de los santos, los honramos como modelos de santidad y buscamos su intercesión, en lugar de 
adorar los restos físicos. 
 

En mayo pasado, el Papa Francisco emitió un decreto reconociendo un milagro atribuido al Beato 
Carlo Acutis, allanando el camino para su canonización en un futuro cercano. El Beato Carlo está 
destinado a convertirse en el primer santo milenario.
